Summary Job Description: The Literacy Teacher will work under the supervision of the Community Life 
Programs Coordinator (CLPC) and the Director of Community Life Programs (DCLP) to ensure the success 
and quality of the educational and human services programs offered at selected MHP’s affordable housing 
units located in Montgomery County. 
 
Primary responsibilities include: 

• Assesses the students’ basic literacy needs. 
• Creates learning goals for each student.  
• Tutors small groups of students and prepare lesson plans for each age group.  
• Monitors students’ progress and prepare quarterly reports. 
• Meets regularly with the classroom teachers over students learning goals.  
• Informs the CLPC of any classroom issues or concerns, and meets with parents as necessary. 
• Works in collaboration with staff, students and volunteers.  
• Performs other duties as assigned. 

 
Qualifications:   Bachelor’s degree in Elementary Education, Literacy or Reading, at least 3 years of 
experience working with elementary school children is required.  Candidates should have experience with 
curriculum development and the ability to work with diverse communities.  Additional requirements include 
excellent oral and written communication skills, flexibility and reliability, and candidates must have their own 
reliable transportation.
